Foundation Work & Learning Initiative

EPIP launched a Professional Development Fund to increase access to professional development conferences and trainings for emerging philanthropic practitioners, with an emphasis on supporting the leadership and the retention of young people of color in the field. A New Report on Professional Development and Foundation Fellowships will be available shortly for EPIP members from the national office. The publication, “Fellowships in Philanthropy: Policy and Curriculum Brief” was prepared for the San Francisco Foundation through a grant from the David and Lucile Packard Foundation. Author Mélange Matthews conducted extensive research in order to offer ideas, questions and best practices for the professional development of foundation professionals as well as foundation apprenticeship participants. Philanthropology

Philanthropology is EPIP’s signature workshop series. It aims to provoke a critical study of foundations amongst our constituents. Modules will provide: orientation to the history and scope of the foundation field; an exploration of paradoxes in social justice philanthropy; transformative dialogues across roles (donor, grantmaker, fundraiser); and inter-generational dialogue amongst emerging and seasoned philanthropy leaders. Last spring, EPIP chapters held amazing pilot workshops. The Carnegie Corporation of New York recently approved a grant to support this effort going forward. EPIP has engaged Omisade Billie Burney, a Durham-based consultant, to develop materials and trainings. As part of EPIP’s strategy to bring our work to the South, Omisade is organizing workshops in North Carolina and Atlanta this spring. TAKE EPIP ACTION: EPIP seek help creating Philanthropology! EPIP Present at Fall 2004
National Conferences:
At the National Network of Grantmakers conference in Miami, EPIP executive director Rusty Stahl and Mahea Campbell, a Board member of Resource Generation, co-facilitated the conference’s Youth Caucus. Gathering pool-side – it is Miami, after all – Mahea and Rusty led a conversation amongst ~20 young foundation staff donors about our work and careers in social justice philanthropy. Then the group headed out for dinner and entertainment.

At the Fall Conference for Community Foundations, EPIP held a dinner at a Minneapolis jazz spot, which drew 25 young grantmakers from across the country to network and learn about EPIP. This was the second year we held a dinner during that conference. While we were in town, we held a Minnesota Listening Meeting, to learn about the needs, visions and roles of EPIP constituents in and around the Twin Cities. 
Rusty attended the Southeastern Council of Foundations annual meeting for a second year. He went to listen, learn, and meet EPIP constituents. And he had an opportunity to talk with the 2004 class of the Hull Leadership Program, the Council’s innovative fellowship for young and new grantmakers and donors.

Organize Locally, Meet Nationally

A group of representatives from each EPIP Chapter Steering Committee, as well as two Board of Advisors members, has been holding monthly conference calls that allow the chapter reps to strategize together, share ideas, and provide policy guidance to the national organization. This Working Group on Chapter Development has been meeting for over a year now. 

Local and national EPIP leaders are planning our first national Chapter Leader Gathering, which will bring delegations of three from each established chapter, plus a few leaders from emerging or prospective chapter sites. This exciting gathering will enable national networking amongst the chapters, mutual thinking on EPIP’s organizational development and strategic direction, and a chance to work together on Philanthropology and other programs. The event will take place at the Bristol Hotel in San Diego, immediately preceding the COF Annual Conference. Since this is our first year as a Council recognized affinity group, we hope many Gathering participants will stay for COF, and help to create a large EPIP presence at the Annual Conference!
EPIP Chapters in Action
Los Angeles EPIP – Making Social Change to the Rhythm of the Beat: In late January, EPIP L.A. hosted a “New Year Kick-off and Mentoring Social,” at the Brass Monkey karaoke bar in LA’s Koreatown.  The venue offered a casual setting with plenty of room for mingling and absolutely no pressure to karaoke.  However, EPIP members Lina Paredes, Danilo Torres, Alison De Lucca and Scott Sherman were moved to action and performed a double duet of Summer Nights to please the crowd and further the social change movement. As a result, EPIP L.A. provided our members (and prospective members) with a rich opportunity to network within our local philanthropic community.

Advocacy news

Transforming Philanthropy

EPIP helps lead the Young Donor Organizing Alliance, which brings together groups and individuals engaged in organizing young foundation staff, young donors and similar networks. A key part of EPIP’s advocacy agenda is to establish facilitated and honest dialogues amongst various young stakeholders in philanthropy: grantmakers, donors, support organization staff, fundraisers and activists. We kicked off this effort through YDOA, by helping to plan a series of “fishbowl” discussions, where each constituency represented at the gathering could talk frankly about their experiences (i.e. development staff at public foundations could talk about how their interactions with donors) while the rest of the group actively and respectfully listened. This discussion was so emotionally raw and powerful that many participants are eager

for more. YDOA plans to continue exploring opportunities for such dialogue, and EPIP plans to integrate these dialogues into our Philanthropology workshop series (see page 1). Both groups believe that this effort will build bridges of understanding and empathy across class and role, and help to ensure that the next generation of grantmakers stewards its power in a respectful and ethical manner. 

EPIP SPOTLIGHT

Philadelphia EPIP: An Emerging Chapter - In November 2004 EPIP in Philadelphia held a program in conjunction with Delaware Valley Grantmakers, the local regional association, focusing on diversity in philanthropy.  This informal roundtable discussion gave participants the chance to discuss diversity in philanthropy and its implication on the communities they serve.

The emerging Philly group kicks off 2005 programming with “Developing your Personal Leadership Action Plan” in late April. The workshop will be presented by Leadership Inc. and will work with participants to identify leadership skills through self assessment and formation of a personal action plan.  Following Leadership Inc.’s session, two local foundation leaders will facilitate a conversation relating the workshop to philanthropy.

In the fall the group will be partnering with Philadelphia Young Nonprofit Leaders to present “So You Want To Be a Grantmaker?” This informal session will feature a panel of EPIP members will talk about how they have entered the field, what types of opportunities are available in philanthropy, and advice for others interested in working at foundations.

Generating Change
EPIP’s secondary advocacy agenda is to strengthen the pipeline for young people into careers in social change nonprofits and activist efforts. To advance our learning and capacity in this regard, executive director Rusty Stahl and incoming Board of Advisors member John Harrison participated in a day-long mini-conference called the Progressive Leadership Retreat about ways to bolster social justice activists on campuses, and help them transition as they graduate. There was much discussion of current initiative and needs, including a break-out discussion on the issue of building a “pipeline” into post-campus social change careers. Participants are talking via email, and another meeting may be organized.

EPIP co-sponsored a reception for and about young people at the November 2004 conference of Independent Sector, a national association that represents the nonprofit community in the policy arena. We are talking with the co-sponsoring organizations about steps toward a more formal presentation of the issues at next year’s conference, and other ways we can advance this agenda in the nonprofit and philanthropic communities. John Harrison is Partnership Manager at Resource Generation, an EPIP partner organization that is a national alliance of young people with wealth supporting and challenging each other to effect social change through the creative, responsible, and strategic use of financial and other resources. John has experience in establishing and managing community organizing and social change nonprofits. John says: “I am excited to support EPIP’s mission to engage more young people in the field of social justice philanthropy and the organization’s work to acknowledge and address the inherent class and race barriers within the field, as well as addressing the lack of philanthropic leadership development opportunities for young people.”

Danielle Hicks is Project Coordinator of New Ventures in Philanthropy, a project of the Forum of Regional Associations of Grantmakers that builds the knowledge and networks to grow giving.
